RUSSIAN REVOLUTION

I. Russian Revolution 

a. March 1917 ~ Democratic Government seizes power and institute reforms

i. Alexander Kerensky is in charge of this new provisional government

ii. Russia’s involvement in WWI continues

b. October 1917 ~ Communists seize power

i. Bolsheviks ~ Communist group led by Lenin that seizes power

ii. Soviets ~ Councils of Workers and soldiers that control vast portions of Russia

c. Civil War

i. Reds ~ Bolsheviks and Soviets

ii. Whites ~ Monarchists and Democracy Advocates

iii. Reds Win

II. Lenin in power 

a. New Economic Policy (NEP) to help Russia Recover, small scale capitalism

b. Creates Politburo, small group of communist leaders, to dictate policy

c. Russian Empire becomes Union of Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR)
d. Lenin appoints Stalin to position of General Secretary where he creates a power base
III. Stalin: 
a. Socialism in one country ~ Communism would consolidate what it has rather than expanding worldwide
b. Collectivization ~ Stalin created giant farms out of smaller individual farms making many people work together to farm the land

c. Elimination of the Kulaks ~ Wealthy Peasants who were against collectivization

d. Five Year Plans ~ Stalin’s plan to industrialize the Soviet Union at all costs

e. Great Purge ~ Stalin exiled or killed all the older party members to ensure people would follow his lead

f. Created a Cult of Personality around him
i. Propaganda ~ information that is spread to promote a cause
ii. Indoctrination ~ process of teaching a belief as fact over a period of time
INDIAN INDEPENDENCE MOVEMENT

I. Growth of Indian Nationalism

a. Growth of Political Parties 

i. Indian National Congress

ii. Muslim League

iii. Both wanted Independent India

b. World War I

i. Indians served for the British Empire in World War I and sought independence in return

ii. Britain did not fulfill their hopes and as a result many Indians acted out against British rule

c. Violent Protests

i. Nationalists frequently carry out acts of violence against British

ii. Rowlatt Act ~ Allowed British authorities to hold any Indian up to 2 years without trial

1. Indians saw this as a violation of their Individual rights.

iii. Amritsar Massacre ~ Indians go to Amritsar to protest British Actions and are fired upon by British soldiers.

1. Turned many Indians against the British

d. Gandhi ~ Led Nonviolent Independence movement in India

i. Pursued Civil Disobedience
1. Refused to obey unjust laws

ii. Boycotted British Goods

1. British effectively lost Indian market and their economy suffered

iii. Marched

1. Salt March ~ Only British can sell salt to Gandhi marches to the sea with followers to gather salt there

2. Some followers march to nearby salt plant where they are beaten without fighting back

e. As a result of Gandhi’s actions India receives home rule but Muslim Hindu tensions increase.

REVOLUTION IN CHINA
I. Revolution in China

a. Qing Dynasty Overthrown

b. Kuomintang (nationalists) led by Sun Yixian establish new republic

i. Republic soon taken over by local warlords

c. May fourth movement ~ Frustration at Paris Peace Conference boils over into nation wide protests

d. China splits into 2 major parties

i. Communists led by Mao Zedong
ii. Kuomintang (Nationalists) led by Jiang Jieshi
e. The 2 groups work together to destroy the Warlords

II. Civil War in China

a. Communists are based in rural areas with support from peasants

b. Nationalists based in cities with support of middle and upper class

c. Nationalists turn on the communists trying to eliminate the group, known as the Shanghai Massacre
i. Few communists flee on the Long March to Western China on a 6,000 mile trek with the Nationalists one step behind

NATIONALISM IN THE MIDDLE EAST

III. Nationalism in the Middle East

a. Turkey

i. Ottoman Empire Carved up at the End of WWI and only modern Turkey Remains

ii. Greece invades Turkey and is defeated only by the daring tactics of a young Turkish General Mustafa Kemal
iii. Mustafa Kemal or Ataurk turned Turkey into a republic and was elected its first president

1. Turkey Industrialized

2. Separated Religious and State Laws

b. Persia

i. After WWI England tried to expand its Sphere of Influence in Persia by taking over the country

ii. This triggered a nationalist revolt and a new Shah, Shah Reza Pahlavi came to power and instituted reforms

c. Saudi Arabia

i. 1902 Arabia unified under the Saud Family
1. Kept Islamic Law

2. Modernized in religiously acceptable areas

d. Oil a Mixed Blessing

i. Oil revenues helped Middle East Economy and created wealth

ii. Brought interests and interference of Western Powers seeking oil for their industrialized economies
